Membership Categories and Yearly Subscription Fees 
 
 
Category     Yearly Subscription 
 
7 day member     $572 
 
6 day member     $434 
 
Student (18yrs – 21yrs)    $289 
 
Junior (12yrs – 17 yrs)    $55 
 
The yearly cycle of fees runs from 1st of July to the 30th of June each year.  Fees are due on 
the 1st of July each year and must be paid by the 31st of July.  If you seek extra time because 
of financial difficulty then please make arrangements with the club manager. 
 
New members who join, pay a pro-rata rate in their category for the remainder of their first 
yearly cycle, with the full fees due on the 1st of July for their second year.  
 
 

Men’s Competitions 
 
Tuesdays  
No timesheet operates on a Tuesday but we ask that all who wish to play in the competition of 
the day tee off by 10am and commence off the 1st tee. 
 
Thursdays 
A timesheet operates on a Thursday and is available for booking a game on the preceding 
Thursday.  All play is to be commenced from the 1st tee between 7:10am and 11:00am 
 
Saturdays 
A time sheet operates on a Saturday and is available for booking a game on the preceding 
Saturday.  The morning field tees off between 6:58am and 8:38am off the 1st and 10th tees.  
The afternoon field tees off between 11:30am and 12:58pm off the 1st and 10th tees. 
 
 

Ladies Competitions 
 
Wednesdays 
 
The ladies competition tees off on a Wednesday before 9:30am and is open to all female 
members with an official handicap.  
 



Code of Conduct 
 
Golf is a sport of great tradition characterised by honesty, fair play, excellent behaviour and 
consideration of others.  Players are expected to abide by the written rules and etiquette of 
golf.  Above all, the game should be played in a friendly atmosphere to provide the 
opportunity for maximum enjoyment of the game.  Unsporting behaviour is not acceptable. 
 
In addition to the compliance with the Club Rules and By-Laws, the Lang Lang Golf Club – 
Code of Conduct shall apply at all times within the precincts of the course and the clubhouse. 
 
Members should note the following behaviours are unacceptable: 
 

• Verbal or physical abuse of staff, officials or fellow players. 
• Public criticism and abuse of staff, officials, sponsors and other players. 
• Damaging the course, particularly the greens, deliberately or through any action 

resulting from loss of temper or self-control. 
• Abuse of personal or the club’s golf equipment, including throwing or breaking 

equipment. 
• Other improper or inappropriate behaviour. 
 

It is the responsibility of members to report breaches of the Code of Conduct or the Rules of 
Golf to the Captain or their deputy, as soon as possible after the event. 
 
 
Complaints 
 
All complaints are to be made in writing to the Secretary or Captain of the Club.  If they are 
not able to satisfy the complaint, then it is to be submitted to the General Committee.  An 
individual member shall not directly reprimand any employee of the Golf Club.  
 
 
Dress Regulations 
 
Players must observe proper dress rules, on the course and in the clubhouse at all times. 
 

Course:  
• No metal spikes or ripple soles, Golf Shoes (with soft spikes only) or flat 

soled sneakers are acceptable. 
• No Tank Tops or singlets.  Shirts must have a collar 
• No ripped or dirty clothes, presentable clothing must be worn. 
• Trousers or Tailored Shorts to be worn.  No denim jeans on competition 

days. 
 
Clubhouse:  

• Presentable, clean and neat clothing to be worn.  
• Clean Shoes or dress sandals to be worn.  No thongs or golf shoes.

Obtaining a Handicap 
 
If you don’t have a current handicap that you are bringing from another club then you will 
need a member of a golf club to mark and sign five cards to be submitted to obtain a 
handicap.  If you are not in the hole after having 3 over par on the hole you are asked to pick 
your ball up and mark down a triple bogey.  This is to avoid slow play when there may be 
other members on the course playing in competition. 
Your golf link card will be sent to your home address by Golflink approximately 6 – 8 weeks 
after joining the club.  However, your number will be available when you join.
